Project Summary:

In 2016 Pathway embarked on a collaborative project to develop an Information Sharing Framework for the specialist
homeless health services pan London that use EMIS Web. In partnership with these services it was then also agreed that an

additional strand to the project should be the creation of a shared homeless health template.

Clinicians from 14 services have contributed to the development of the template. The project has been supported by EMIS
Web, and the template is now freely available nationally. A full set of searches to support data extraction from the template will

also be published in EMIS Web shortly. The template has now been replicated in SystmOne.
